Pa-
per pulp is also used to design a creative scene from the story, as well as various 
clays to sculpt characters, (wizards if you like) magical wands with gem stones, and 
animal companions.  This class encompasses art making with imagination and won-
der.  You will be amazed by the end result of not only the books, but also the art 
that goes along with each story.  Plenty of room for personalized themes.

As we travel through history Mesopotamia will be inspiration for tessellations.The 
second part of the class will incorporate drawing lessons to enhance artistic abili-
ties and each student will choose a personal theme for a canvas painting.  This class 
is a must for anyone wishing to enhance their personal artistic skills and creativity, 
as well as being surrounded by others who share the same desire of artistic expres-
sion.
